Constantinople – Hagia Sophia

Ravenna – called “capital of mosaics” Ravenna’s Byzantine church is the Basilica of San Vitale.  A bishop of the Ostrogoths began to build the octagonal church, but before it was finished, Justinian conquered the town and finished building the church.  This church has famous mosaic of Justinian and Theodora bringing gifts to the alter of the Lord.  Ravenna became the home of Byzantine power in Italy.

Saint Catherine Monastery – this monastery is on the traditional site of Moses and the burning bush.  On the wood roof of the entrance of the chapel, an inscription of honor says, “Our most pious Emperor Justinian and his late Empress”

Ayioi Theordoroi – Justinian did not build it; a Byzantine official named Nicolaos Kalomaos built it five centuries after Justinian.
